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Edwin Salas Acosta is a multidisciplinary artist with over two decades of experience in theater
and performative arts. His work focuses on creating scenic universes that combine puppetry,
dance, acting, and visual experimentation, always exploring the political dimension of art as a
tool for reflection and social change.

He has designed and built puppets in wood and other materials, presenting performances in
Italy, France, Spain, Switzerland, Poland, Mexico, Cuba, Nicaragua, Costa Rica, Colombia,
Ecuador, Belize, Guatemala, the United States, and Taiwan. He has collaborated in dance
performances with the collective Apoc A Poc, and co-directed projects such as Macbeth with
The Party Theater Group in Taiwan. He is also the author of the book Direct Action Puppet
Mechanisms (2015).

He has been the recipient of multiple grants and fellowships, including FONCA (Mexico, 2009,
2011, 2016), Eprodanza (Mexico, 2013), Out of Rules Award, Fringe Festival (2018), Art in
the Heart, City of Asheville (2022), Dream Fund, AIGA Asheville (2023), McCullough
Fellow (2024), and the WNC Craft Futures Cohort (2025). These recognitions have supported
his ongoing research that crosses performance, theater, and visual arts.

As an educator, he has taught puppet construction and performance workshops for institutions
such as the O’Neal Theater and Puppeteers of America.

His artistic practice extends beyond the stage, embracing printmaking, toy design, and digital
art, all with a strong focus on human rights, collective memory, and social justice.

He recently earned a Bachelor of Arts in New Media from the University of North Carolina
at Asheville (USA). He currently resides in Asheville, NC, where he continues to develop
projects that merge performance, visual arts, and technology, reaffirming his commitment to art
that questions and mobilizes.
